DUCT SADDLE SLING INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
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FOR A NICE ROUND BEND, INSTALL THE DUCT
SADDLE SLING APPROXIMATELY 18” AWAY FROM
THE PRE-INSULATED BOX.

PLACE DUCT SADDLE SLINGS APPROXIMATELY
4’ AWAY FROM EACH OTHER.

RAFTER INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1 - APPROXIMATE HEIGHT OF DUCT/DISTANCE
FROM RAFTER USING NYLON STRAPPING. CUT
NYLON STRAPPING LEAVING SOME EXCESS TO
FOLD OVER PRIOR TO SECURING TO RAFTER

STEP 2 - THREAD NYLON STRAPPING THROUGH
SLOT ON ONE SIDE OF DUCT SADDLE SLING
ENTERING THROUGH THE INSIDE OF THE SLING

STEP 3 - CONTINUE TO DRAW NYLON STRAPPING
THROUGH SLOT FOLLOWING THE UNDERSIDE OF
THE DUCT SADDLE SLING. THREAD THE NYLON
STRAPPING THROUGH THE SLOT ON THE
OPPOSITE SIDE OF THE DUCT SADDLE SLING
ENTERING THROUGH THE OUTSIDE OF THE SLING
(Fig. 3)

STEP 4 - INSERT FLEXIBLE DUCT INTO SADDLE
BEFORE PULLING APPROPRIATE LENGTH OF
NYLON STRAPPING THROUGH SECOND SLOT

STEP 5 - PULL NYLON STRAPPING THROUGH
SECOND SLOT UNTIL ENDS OF NYLON STRAPPING
MATCH UP.

STEP 6 - DETERMINE AND ADJUST HEIGHT TO KEEP
DUCT STRAIGHT (Fig. 4)

STEP 7 - FOLD OVER EXCESS NYLON STRAPPING
FOR ADDITIONAL STRENGTH. SCREW TO RAFTER
THROUGH FOLDED PORTION OF NYLON
STRAPPING USING 3/4” OR 1”7 SCREWS (Fig. 5)
